Internationally Recognized Mural Artists to Create Work of Art at 

Miami-Dade County Fair; Rides Begin to Take Shape

artists as they collaborate on a mural that will be unveiled at The Fair on Opening 

Day, March 15.  Media will get a sneak peak at their creation as it begins to take 

shape on the Fairgrounds.   The piece will showcase the fun, food, rides and 

LIVE! events the Fair offers during its 18 days. 

 

The work of art is a collaboration between international muralist, painter, curator 

and instructor, Chor Boogie, who combines a knowledge of street culture with a 

familiarity of color therapy, and acclaimed urban graffiti artist, Erni Vales of 

EVLworld, best known for his development of the 3D graffiti style that has 

influenced thousands worldwide to follow his technique. 

 

In addition, media is invited to catch a sneak peak of behind the scenes 

preparations for the Miami-Dade County Fair. It’s one of the only opportunities to 

witness the detailed set-up of rides going up and more before the largest fair in the 

State of Florida opens to the residents of South Florida.
